MINUTES:  There were corrections to the date of the minutes and the July meeting.  Reich moved Keary 2nd to accept minutes with correction.  Passed.  

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Allen moved, Keary 2nd to accept treasurer’s report as submitted.

CORRESPONDENCE:  Pittsburg Bocce Federation is to hold a benefit tournament for Concord Comish, Brad Smith in August.

OLD BUSINESS:
1. 50/50 Benefit Raffle:  Raised $965.00.

2. July 4th Tournament:  Tournament is full and will start at 9:00 a.m.

3. Building Up-Date:  Waiting for electrical to be completed to occupy.

4. Voting by E-mail:  Reich reported that her research showed that it is not advisable to vote by mail.  It should be ratified in a meeting.  Allen moved, Calhoon 2nd that e-mail voting is to be reserved for urgent business, is advisory and must be ratified at a Board meeting.  Passed.

5. Fence:  Rittburg reported that the courts are on EBRPD property leased to the City.  It is the City’s obligation to maintain property east of Tarentino Dr.  He reported that Art Pagnini indicated there would be no problems but it would be necessary to check with him for water lines before any digging.  Rittburg further reported that Tim Tucker had no objections and that the City would not require a permit (under 6’).  City Parks and Recreation said approval would be necessary from EBRPD.  Rittburg then reported that Bill Nichols of EBRPD thought the fence was a good idea but there needs to be a joint agency meeting between the City and EBRPD.  He further indicated that EBRPD is upset with the City because of the skateboard park.  The issue is back to Tucker  to call for a joint meeting.  Rittburg will report at next meeting.

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Seeding for Finals:  Francis reported on the proposed seeding for finals then moved, and Keary 2nd that the first criteria in seeding will be ranking by place then by %.  Passed.  Keary moved, Reich 2nd that after seeding first plays last, etc. with the exception of avoiding teams playing a team of the same night in the first playoff round.

2. Italian Street Painting Festival:  It was reported that the MBF was asked to set up a temporary court on Main Street.  There was discussion about the benefit vs. the fact that it often is simply child-sitting and the option of hosting instruction at the courts instead.  Reich volunteered to chair and work with the downtown group.
